Jacobs Consultancy was commissioned by the SRA to undertake an 
analysis of rail options to Heathrow. The purpose of the assignment 
was to identify opportunities and evaluate options for improving rail 
access to the airport whilst informing consultants on potential third 
runway at Heathrow from the rail perspective.

Any new services will have to be fitted into an existing train pattern that 
is already experiencing significant capacity and performance problems.  
The specific infrastructure required to expand the links from the airport 
to the rest of the rail network can be readily identified but the integration 
of the services, which might use those links with other services in the 
surrounding area, is potentially more problematical.
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
