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Jacobs Consultancy UK Ltd was appointed in March 2004 by the Strategic 
Rail Authority (SRA) to undertake Tranche 2 of the Kent and South East 
Sub-Region Regional Planning Assessment (RPA).  The RPA's are 
medium term regional plans, which sit below the SRA strategic plan and 
are designed to provide a more detailed plan by region on how the 
railways in the UK should be developed over the next 5 to 20 years. The 
Kent and SE Sub Region RPA is more advanced than the RPA's for other 
regions and Tranche 1 of the study was completed in December 2003.  
Tranche 1 of the study involved describing the existing transport network 
in Kent, East Sussex and South East London and developed a forecast 
rail demand over the next 20 years.

Tranche 2 of the study involved updating the rail demand forecast as well 
as identifying the future rail issues with the assistance of the SRA 
PLANET network model. Consultations have been conducted with 
stakeholders and the objectives for the railway were identified. Outline 
scheme interventions have been developed to be assessed within a
strategic appraisal framework. The study involved looking at both 
passenger and freight issues in the region.  A preferred list of scheme 
interventions and recommendations are to be put forward in the later half 
of 2004.
