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Jacobs Consultancy was appointed under the TfL Transport Planning
Framework Agreement as the highway planners for the Thames
Gateway River Crossing. The project involved the construction of a
new river crossing and associated highway works in East London
connecting the A13/A406 north of the Thames River with the A2016 in
Thamesmead south of the river. Jacobs were the lead consultants
managing the overall highway planning with a second consultant
providing technical support.

Developed London wide SATURN traffic models and will be used to
predict the traffic forecasts in east London which in turn will assess
the economic and environmental case for the new crossing.

The highway planning supported the public and stakeholder
consultations and was designed to provide a major input to the
application for powers through a hybrid bill.
