Project Description Following the privatisation of British Rail, Network Rail assumed
responsibility for the development of the Thameslink 2000 scheme and
appointed Jacobs Consultancy to advise on the content and robustness of
the model and its forecasts. The initial demand forecasts were developed
by Network South East using the PLANET (1239 zone) network model.
Jacobs Consultancy validated the PLANET model which provided the
client with an indication of the reliability of the demand forecasts for
Thameslink 2000 to be used in the preparation of their business plan
together with recommendations for further detailed developments to the
model to enhance the demand forecasts.

Jacobs Consultancy was commissioned by Roger Preston & Partners, as
sub-consultants, to provide planning advice on pedestrian movement and
handling at Farringdon Station in London as part of the Thameslink 2000
development.
