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September 2001 – January 2002

Jacobs Consultancy were commissioned in conjunction with DTZ Pieda
Consulting to assess the Transport, Economic and Environmental 
implications of the expansion of Birmingham and East Midlands airports 
and the possible provision of a new major airport between Coventry and 
Rugby. This preliminary assessment informed Members within 
Warwickshire of the possible effects on the county of the various 
significant expansion proposals to enable a response to the 
Governments Consultation Paper on the future strategy for air travel in 
the Midlands to be formulated.

The transport elements of the project included an assessment of the 
movement of passengers and staff by all travel modes, highlighting 
critical issues and constraints and providing an indication of possible 
infrastructure improvements that would be required to accommodate the 
increases in transport movements. The recommendations included road, 
rail and bus based initiatives within Warwickshire and the surrounding 
area.
