Jacobs Consultancy was appointed to develop a long-term strategy to
Project Description meet the passenger and freight transport needs within a core area
centred on the A42/M42 corridor between the M6 and M1 and extending
to the M69 and A38 corridors to the south and north respectively. The
study developed measures to encourage a modal shift away from road
based transport in line with government thinking. The total package of
measures recommended was over £1bn.

The study was also used to provide an assessment of the impact on
future transport strategies of the various alternative airport development
proposals for the Midlands put forward for consultation by the DfT. The
study was enlarged to include the location of a proposed new airport
between Coventry and Rugby. The conclusions from the analysis were
a valuable contribution to the consultation exercise on the future of this
proposal and the existing Birmingham International and Nottingham
East Midlands Airports.
