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Jacobs Consultancy were appointed to undertake analysis of Stated 
Preference (SP) data for this study into the potential for value pricing on 
the I-75 radial freeway in Atlanta, Georgia.  The I-75 currently has limited 
sections of High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV’s) lanes.  Possible widening of 
the highway is being considered, including the use of lanes for free HOV, 
tolled single occupancy vehicles (SOV’s) or tolled trucks.  The level-of-
service and revenue impacts of these alternatives are being considered as 
part of the study.
